Cathy Trout’s Day Care Center in Ruffs Dale is using PottieStickers, where one little girl says “I only pee for PottieStickers” with her serious little smile, Trout said.

"There's no wrong way to stick on a sticker," Aaron-Barrada said. "The stickers are big and thick, easy for little fingers to handle. They're not baby-fied. Working with these, they feel they're accomplishing something worthwhile. It builds self-esteem. And it gets them to use the potty."
